Birmingham Women’s invests extra £100,000  in cleaning
Birmingham Women’s Hospital is to invest an additional £100,000 in cleaning.
The hospital is one of the cleanest in the country.  It has had no cases of MRSA bacteraemia or c-difficile for more than five years and has been given a clean bill of health by the former Healthcare Commission.

However, it wants to maintain its enviable record which is why it is investing in additional cleaning.

The £100,000 is funded from expected savings from the hospital’s new combined heat and power unit which was implemented with assistance from the Carbon Trust. The extra resource will be used to increase the numbers of cleaning hours – for both existing and new cleaning staff, investment in housekeeping supervisers and a new handyman for its Edgbaston site.

Pam Cooper, the Trust’s Head of Facilities said:  “We are very proud of our high standards of cleanliness but we are determined not to rest on our laurels.  This money will enable us to increase our cleaning routines, maintain our high standards and reduce the need for one- off cleans.”
